Application: Idolatry
“What we revere, we resemble, either for ruin or restoration.” - Beale
“Little children, keep yourselves from idols.” (1 John 5:21)
Remaining Faithful:

1. Recognize the tendency of your heart.

· “Man’s nature, so to speak, is a perpetual factory of idols.” (Calvin, Institutes, 1:108)

· “For out of the heart come evil thoughts, murder, adultery, sexual immorality, theft, false witness, slander.” (Matt. 15:19)
2. Examine yourself.

· “Examine yourselves, to see whether you are in the faith. Test yourselves. Or do you not realize this about yourselves, that Jesus Christ is in you?—unless indeed you fail to meet the test!”  (2 Cor. 13:5)

3. Die to self.
