Walking Back

· Paul uses the Greek term peripatew (peripateō-walk) four times in this short epistle.  
· Col. 1:10; 2:6; 3:6; 4:4 – How do these versus give us an outline of the main themes of this Epistle?
· What do we learn about “walking” according to Paul?:
· Rom. 6:4; 8:4; 13:13; 14:15; 1 Cor. 3; 7:17; 2 Cor. 4:2; 5:7; 6:16; 10:2,3; 12:18; Gal. 5:16; Eph. 2:2,10; 4:17; 5:2, 8,15; Phil. 3:17, 18; Col. 1:10; 2:6; 3:7; 4:5; 
1 Thes. 2:12; 4:1, 12; 2 Thes. 3:6,11.

· Note: not all of your translations will contain the English word “to walk,” Peripatew is often translated: conducting, behaving, or continuing to live.
· 2 other interesting New Testament references are Heb. 13:9 and 1 Pet. 5:8.  Remembering Col. 3:6, if you are not walking in Christ how are you walking?

· In the Gospels and Acts, peripatew is generally used to refer to the physical act of walking (people walked A LOT back in the day).  It also refers to several miracles such as Jesus walking on the water, making the lame walk, and in Acts the Apostles continue Jesus’ healing ministry (and walk all over the known world).
· Read Mt. 14:25-30; 15:31; Mk 2:1-11; 5:42; Lk. 7:22; 24:17 How does the physical act of walking used in the Gospels, and the miraculous ways legs were restored, affect the way we think about walking in Christ?
· Mark 7:5 and Acts 12:21 use walk in the same way Paul does. 

· What do these versus teach us about walking in Christ?
· John uses peripatew to paint the picture of walking in the light and not in the dark.  How is this image helpful as we try to understand how Paul wants us to walk in Christ? See Jn. 6:66; 8:12; 10:23; 11:9; 12:35.  Also 1 Jn. 1:6,7; 6:6,11; 2 Jn. 4,6; 3 Jn. 3,4; Rev. 3:4, 21:24.
