(Taken mostly from Chapter 27 of the Presbyterian Church, Book of Church Order)
Question #5 from PCA vows of membership 

“Do you submit yourselves to the government and discipline of the Church, and promise to study its purity and peace?” (BCO 57-5)

The Ends of Church Discipline: 

“Its ends, so far as it involves judicial action, are the rebuke of offenses, the removal of scandal, the vindication of the honor of Christ, the promotion of the purity and general edification of the Church, and the spiritual good of offenders themselves” (BCO 27-3)
Church discipline is an act of love:

-In this it acts the part of a tender mother, correcting her children for their good, that every one of them may be presented faultless in the day of the Lord Jesus 

-No communing or non-communing member of the Church should be

allowed to stray from the Scripture’s discipline.
