I.  We have to Manage People

A. General Principles:

1. You run the class, not the students

2. Be as inviting/inclusive as possible

3. Thus, the teacher is always finding a balance between “stopping” students (correcting, controlling, redirecting), and “inviting” students (affirming, encouraging, including, not embarrassing)

B. Specific Problem People

1. People who ask “rabbit trail” questions

2. People who make incorrect comments/statements

3. People who challenge/question your teaching

4. People who talk too much

5. People who make no sense

II.  We Have to Manage the Material

A.  Do not try to cover too much material

B. Let the goal/purpose of the lesson guide you

C. Balance teaching times with discussion times

D. Anticipate “problem” areas in the lesson

F.  You dictate the pace and transitions, not the class

III.  We Have to Manage our Environment

A. Time
