Parent’s Responsibility
1. Verbal communication.  Deuteronomy 6:6-7 “And these words, which I am commanding you today, shall be on your ear; and you shall teach them diligently to your sons and shall talk of them when you sit in your house and when you walk by the way and when you lie down and when you rise up..
2. Model financial faithfulness   
1 Corinthians 11:1 “Be imitators of me, just as I also am of Christ”  Luke 6:40  “Everyone, after he has been fully trained, will be like his teacher”  We can teach what we believe, but we can only reproduce who we are.
3. Create learning opportunities.
Teaching Children how to manage money
1. Budgeting.  1) As soon as the child is ready for school, he or she should begin to receive an income to manage 2) Parents should establish boundaries and offer advice on how to spend money, but children must have freedom of choice 3) When children begin to receive an income, teach them how to budget.    

2. Giving  
3. Saving - the habit of saving should be established as soon as the child receives income. Teach your children the benefits of compounding interest.  

4. Debt – teach them how difficult it is to get out of debt.
Teaching children to work.
The best way for a child to become faithful in work is to establish the habit of daily household chores.
The objective of training your child in the value of work is to build character.
Strategy for independence

Each child independently managing all of his or her own finances – with the exception of food and shelter – by their senior year in high school.

Grandparents can play a key role.
